ILLNESS:
IF YOUR CAMPER IS SHOWING SYMPTOMS OF AN ILLNESS, THEY WILL BE TAKEN T0 THE CLINIC FOR
MONITORING AND WILL BE ISOLATED FROM CAMP ACTIVITIES FOR A PERIOD OF 24 HOURS FOLLOWING THE LAST

SIGN OF SyMPTOMS
IF YOUR CAMPER HAS A FEVER, THEY WILL BE THEY WILL BE TAKEN T0 THE CLINIC FOR MONITORING AND
WILL BE ISOLATED FROM CAMP ACTIVITIES FOR A PERIOD OF 24 HOURS. THEY MAY RETURN T0 CAMP
ACTIVITIES FOLLOWING 24 HOURS BEING FEVER FREE, WITHOUT MEDICATION.
